INSTRUCTIONS FOR PETITIONER REQUESTING CONSIDERATION
FOR A POVERTY EXEMPTION

Petitioner(s) must complete the application as provided by the Assessor in its entirety
and return it to the Gerrish Township Hall in person on Mondays or Thursdays from 5:00
a.m to 3:00 p.m., or by mail to the Gerrish Township Hall, 2997 East Higgins Lake Drive,
Roscommon, MI 48653.

Applications must be received before the day prior to the last day of the Board of
Review.

Petitioner(s) will not be eligible for consideration if they do not meet the Federal Poverty
Guidelines.

Petitioner(s) must be the owners of the property and reside therein.
The Petitioner(s) shall make an appointment with the Board of Review during the
scheduled meeting time of the Board of Review. At that appointed time the Assessor or

Board of Review may administer an oath to the petitioner(s).

Upon the request of the Assessor or the Board of Review, petitioner(s) must produce:

a) A drivers’ license or other acceptable method of identification
b) A deed, land contract or other evidence of ownership.

The application must include copies of the following:

a) Federal Income Tax Return—1040, 1040A, or 1040EZ
b) State Income Tax Return-MI-1040
c) Homestead Property Tax Claim

To be eligible, a person shall do all the following on an annual basis:

Be an owner of and occupy, as a homestead, the property for which an exemption is requested.

File a claim with the Supervisor or Board of Review, accompanied by federal and state income tax
returns for all persons residing in the homestead, including any property tax credit returns filed in
the immediately preceding year or in the current year.

The completed Gerrish Township Application form for an exemption shall be filed after
January 1, but before the day prior to the last day of Board of Review.

Produce a valid drivers’ license or other form of identification if requested.

Produce a deed, land contract, or other evidence of ownership of the property for which an
exemption is requested, if requested.

Meet the Federal Poverty Income Guidelines as defined and determined annually by the
United States Office of Management and Budget.

Asset Test:  As required by P.A. 390 of 1994, all guidelines for poverty exemptions as
established by the governing body of Gerrish Township SHALL also include an
asset level test. The following assets as determined by the Township Board shall
be considered when applying an asset test to determine qualification for tax

exemption.
a) Cannot own split-able property of 10 acres or more.
b) Cannot own other assets as determined by the Board of Review

of over $25,000 (excludes value of homestead).

The Board of Review shall follow the above stated policy and federal guidelines in granting
or denying an exemption, unless the Board of Review determines there are substantial
and compelling reasons why there should be a deviation from the policy and federal
quidelines and these are communicated in writing to the claimant.
