Special meeting called to order at 9:05am.

Public Comment: Opened at 9:20am. 1) Concerns expressed regarding management of
Gerrish Township Park, especially over Fourth of July weekend. Citizens presented testimony
of drunkenness, inappropriate public displays of affection, parking issues and general

non- family oriented behavior. 2) Statement that park is “out of control” and Board is not
properly funding or staffing Gerrish Park as opposed to Community Park and Marina. 3)
Request that Board establish a capacity limit at Gerrish Township Park. 4) Appeal to the
Board that they reestablish the Gerrish Township Park committee to improve communications
and establish a plan for the park that would be beneficial for the community and
neighborhood. 5) Request for brining or eventual paving at turnaround on Carlos Ave.

6) Would like to see either police presence or park attendant on busy weekends, roughly

1pm - 5pm, to help control issues and overcrowding. 7) Statement that police did not respond
to issues at Gerrish Township Park over Fourth of July weekend. 8) Presentation of items for
consideration from Mr. Brian Lewis, 120 Carlos Ave, for purchase of Township owned
neighboring lots, possible removal of Gerrish Township posts and request for preservation of
frontage if the township ever chooses to turn lots into parking area. 9) Statement that
residents of Sovereign Park are also taxpayers and do not feel that they are able to utilize the
park despite their proximity 10) Concern expressed for Kelly Beach area and question in
regards to Township’s possible petition to Road Commission for ownership. Closed at
10:22am.
